LEARNING GOAL

Prior to the start of class, write the learning goal on the board, and open the ¿Cómo
te llamas? Learning Page. Greet students, point to the learning goal on the board
and read it aloud. Prompt students to repeat the goal after you.

Say: But first let’s stretch our minds and bodies with movement and sign language.
Play Sign Time Video.

 Play Teacher Time Video(s). Encourage students to repeat the words in Spanish as
prompted. 

3.

Distribute ¿Cómo te llamas? Worksheets to students. Read and model instructions.4.
Play Game Time activities together as a class. Call on volunteers as needed.5.
Next play Listening Time videos. Afterwards, write on the board: ¿Cómo te llamas
tú? and the sentence starter: Me llamo...  Model how to answer the question again.
Then toss a ball to each student while asking the question, prompting them to
answer the question in a complete sentence.

Lastly, have students complete the Speaking Time Task. If time permits, play the
Music Time Video.
